The Paper is
conducted for admission in best private residential schools in the country under
Residential Education for students in High Schools in targeted areas.

The paper will be based on NCERT syllabus of class VIII for admission in class 1X and
class X syllabus for admission in class XI.

The SHRESHTA (NETS) 2024 will be conducted for admissions in classes 9th and 11th
only for SC candidates whose parental annual income is upto Rs. 2.5 lacs.

CHAPTER 4: ELIGIBILITY AND QUALIFICATIONS

Student belonging to scheduled castes, studying in class 8" and 10" in the current
academic year (2023-24).

Parent’s annual income is upto Rs. 2.5 lacs.

Candidate opting for class IX should be born between 01-04-2008 to 31-03-2012 (i.e. 16
to 12 years of age as on 31.03.2024)

Candidate opting for class XI should be born between 01-04-2006 to 31-03-2010 (i.e. 18
to 14 years of age as on 31.03.2024)
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CHAPTER 5: CHOICE OF CITIES

The Cities where the SHRESHTA (NETS) - 2024 will be conducted are given in
Appendix- 1. While applying, candidates have to select any four cities of their choice. The
efforts will be made to allot the city of examination to the candidates in order of choice opted
by them in their online Application Form. However, due to administrative/logistic reasons,
a different city can be allotted.

Note: NTA reserves the right to change any of the above mentioned Cities that may have
been opted by any candidate in his/ her Online Application Form, at a later stage due to
administrative or logistic reasons and may allot a City to him/her other than from his/ her
choices of Cities, given in the Online Application Form.

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CHAPTER 7: ADMIT CARD
